Supplement of the Paper Format
There are some supplement requirements of DCABES paper format. Please strictly follow the paper format (described in Camera Ready Format.doc, which could be downloaded from the conference website) and the supplement requirements to make the Proceedings having a good print quality.
(1) All character fonts of the paper should be the Times New Roman.
(2) Character size of paper title should be 14 points. Character size of subtitle (section title) should be 10 points. Character size of sub-subtitle and all body text should be 9 points.

(3) All subtitles (section title) should be BOLD CAPITAL LETTER.
(4) All sub subtitles should be bold normal letter.
(5) The distance between subtitle and last paragraph is two lines; the distance between subtitle and next paragraph is one line; 

(6) The distance between sub subtitle and last paragraph is one lines; the distance between subtitle and next paragraph is zero line. 

(7) The distance between two neighbor lines is zero in the body text. 
(8) Two lines or more could be occupied for a long title of paper. However the distance between lines should be zero. Paper title should be bolded and centralized.
(9) The distance between paper title and author information paragraph should be one line. The distance between all the lines inside the author information paragraph should be zero.

(10) The distance between the author information paragraph and text body should be two lines.

(11) The reference number should be put inside square parentheses, e.g. [4], which should appear in corresponding position of the text of the paper.

(12) AUTHOR CURRICULUM VITAE We suggest that the first and second author add their curriculum vitae at the end of paper. The size of an author photo should be in 10 lines high and one third of the column width as illustrated in this document. The length of the CV should be less than 100 characters. At most only two authors CVs are accepted.
(13)  We strongly suggest that you carefully check your paper spelling and grammar mistakes with the MS word spelling and grammar checking facilities. 
The paper format document Camera Ready Format.doc itself is a good example. If you strictly follow the requirements proposed in that document as well as in this Supplement of the Paper Format, your paper will look like the Camera Ready Format.doc.
